Kim Daesub is a painter whose practice explores emotion, order, and the aesthetics
of emptiness through still life and landscape. While rooted in everyday objects and
familiar scenery, his work moves beyond representation, forming pictorial spaces
imbued with memory and the sensation of life. Motifs drawn from nature and rural
environments expand from personal experience into shared emotional terrain.

A defining element of Kim’s work is his departure from the conventional canvas. He
paints directly onto aged reclaimed wood, allowing visible grain and growth rings to
remain integral to the composition. Subtle traces—such as the friction of leaves,
minute textures on fruit skins, and the marks of the hand—are rendered with fidelity
to their natural state. Fruit and wood exist not as subject and background, but as a
continuous organic flow, nature returning to nature.

Within this material foundation, Kim orchestrates multiple visual orders. Spacious
compositions inspired by literati painting coexist with refined realism; monochrome
and color, flatness and illusion balance one another without tension. The silhouettes
and textures of the wood introduce depth and resonance rarely achieved on
standardized supports, extending the pictorial space beyond the image itself.

In recent works, Kim has pursued greater formal restraint. Backgrounds are
flattened, colors reduced, and compositions simplified into subtle divisions of space.
Within this calm structure, elements of life introduce quiet movement and perceptual
tension. Through acts of reduction and release, his paintings condense cycles of
creation and disappearance into a single, composed surface.

Kim Daesub’s work evokes both the landscapes of a departed hometown and a
deeper layer of emotional nostalgia buried beneath contemporary speed. The still
lifes rooted in aged wood reaffirm life, continuity, and the enduring capacity of
painting to offer reflection and consolation.
