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Min Tae Hong

Min Tae Hong is a painter whose work explores the origins of existence and the
structure of the universe through a dialogue between Eastern and Western painterly
traditions. Early encounters with the night sky—shooting stars and distant
constellations—formed the conceptual foundation of his artistic inquiry, which
continues to inform his practice today.

Grounded in the Eastern philosophy of Yin—Yang and the Five Elements, Min
employs Korea’s traditional Obang colors—black, white, yellow, red, and blue—as
central visual components. His experimental process involves direct physical
engagement with the surface, using nails and his hands to construct layered
compositions. These gestures translate cosmological ideas of generation, circulation,
and balance into tangible material form.

Although abstract in appearance, Min’s paintings resist expressive excess. Instead,
they convey emotional and psychological resonance through controlled structures



and restrained intensity. His work occupies a space where personal introspection
intersects with universal order, forming a visual language that aligns with Neo-
Expressionist sensibilities while remaining deeply rooted in Eastern metaphysical
thought.

Min Tae Hong continues to investigate the relationship between self and cosmos,
matter and spirit. His paintings quietly propose moments where inner perception and
the larger universe converge, offering a contemplative vision of interconnectedness.
